	Scenario
	
You are working as a junior for a record label in their DVD design and production department. 

As you joined the production company straight from college they have asked you to design and produce a DVD menu for a taster DVD they are about to release for one of the artists/bands on the label. 

The DVD must link to five short video clips (no more than 30 seconds each) for the artist/band showing some of their best releases and details about the band/artist.



	

	Evidence you must produce for these tasks
	1. Read the scenario to enable you to understand the assignment


2. Create a “Sources Document” and keep up-to-date throughout this assignment.


3. Brainstorm ideas and justify your choices.


4. As part of your planning, produce a plan (ILP), Gantt Chart and a Timeline that illustrates/demonstrates the stages of how this project will be realised. 
5. As part of your planning produce an illustrated treatment that describes what techniques will be utilised, what functions and elements will be included in your DVD and why. 

This treatment should include all possible content including sound (still images, video, animation, wed sites, design scans, voice-overs, music and any other content that may be relevant) plus Technology needs, i.e. hardware and software requirements.

6. As part of your planning produce storyboards that illustrate how the various screens will appear in the final DVD including navigation.
7. As part of your planning produce a structure diagram that shows the navigational structure of the DVD.
8. Collect your Assets/Elements and show evidence of this.



	

	Criteria covered by this task: While completing these tasks you need to bear in mind the following:

Techniques: importing material; timelines; selecting images; selecting sound; creating text; chapterisation; links; rollover buttons; visual effects; sound effects 


Technology: hardware; software; image manipulation; compression; digitisation.

Elements: background; buttons (text, still images, moving footage); sound; graphics.

Planning: ideas development; client liaison; time management; resources.
